BROADENING THE DAY OF PRAYER

en’s World Day of Prayer.

We are not only seeking to do some
things that are new, we are simultane-
ously aiming to remind ourselves, as
Baptist women, of our organizational
roots and reclaim the power of pur-
pose of the original Baptist Women’s
Day of Prayer, which helped to foster
reconciliation within the Body of
Christ after the Second World War.

What we now know as the Baptist
Women’s World Day of Prayer began
as a week of prayer that united women
from many of the countries that were
on opposing sides of the war. The
following quote is taken from the 1948
statement of the women that attended
the 1948 meeting in London. It was
printed in The Tie That Binds.

WOMEN OF PRAYER

Starting on Wednesday January 8, 2020, join the BWNA
admin team every week for a short time of praying for
issues that affect women everywhere across this continent.

So how will it work?

Follow the prompts under PRAYING ONLINE. Every
Wednesday call the number listed at either 6 a.m. or 7
p.m EST. A leader will be on the line ready to facilitate
a 20-minute time of prayer where we can pray for each
other and the monthly prayer focus.

Of course we will also be praying for BWNA, Baptist
World Alliance Women and all the member body minis-
tries we represent.

When to call? Every Wednesday
What time? 6 a.m. or 7 p.m. EST

“Facing the world. . . today, with its need
of faith, of hope, and of love, we turn
to our Heavenly Father for purification,
Jor guidance and_for strength. He has
great blessings in store for us which He
is longing to give to us, but which can
only be gwen to us in answer to our
prayers. ..

November as a week of prayer when we
unitedly pray for each other and for all
the world.

AN INTERVIEWWITHJOY BOLTON

Joy Bolton is a former executive direc-

tor, Kentucky Woman’s Missionary
Union (WMU), and current volunteer
missions consultant with the Wom-
an’s Missionary Union of Southern
Baptist Convention. For her, the path
to becoming an active participant in
the BWA-WD World Day of Prayer
(DOP) began when she accompanied
her parents to the Baptist World Al-
liance Congress at the tender age of
twelve. Although she doesn’t remem-
ber when she started to participate
in the Day of Prayer she credits the
experience at the BWA Congress for
giving her an understanding of the
global Baptist family, an interest in
women’s issues around the world and
Baptist women around the world.

Awareness

According to Joy, her parents “in-
fluenced her perspective of being a
world citizen and praying for Baptists
in other places.” Through the obser-
vance of the BWA-WD World Day
of Prayer she learnt to be more aware
of the challenges and issues women
around the world face daily and this
has given her a deep concern for our

sisters around the world. She is ever

so grateful to have the opportunity to
pour into other women’s lives through
prayer and sacrificial giving on the
Day of Prayer so that other women
might experience the love of Christ in
a tangible way.

Connection

Reflecting on how God used her in
her past role with WMU to deepen
her understanding of the challenges
and issues of our Baptist sisters glob-
ally, Joy says: “Through my work with
Woman’s Missionary Union, I have
had opportunity to participate in mis-
sion trips in Rwanda, Tanzania, Ma-
lawi (2x), South Africa, Swaziland,
Kyrgyzstan, Romania, Poland, Bra-
zil, South Korea (3x), Indonesia, Isra-
el, and Puerto Rico. Because of these
experiences, the prayer requests from
the continental unions are very mean-
ingful. I have met many of the leaders
of the work among Baptist women. It
has been meaningful to say to them,
“I will be praying with you on the
Baptist Women’s Day of Prayer.”

Communaty

Because of her personal connection
made during mission trips, during
the DOP observance she “visualiz-
es Baptist sisters around the world
and thinks of them as prayers for re-
quests from each continental union is
made.” During a visit to Korea, Joy
was impressed with how the Korean
WMU train and encourage the wom-
en to participate in the Day of Prayer.
As she listened to the Korean women
pray aloud simultaneously, it gripped
her heart to know they were all crying
out to the Lord together.

Gratitude

Joy is not only blessed by the oppor-
tunity to meet many of our sisters
around the world but 1s also “grate-
ful for the Day of Prayer offering and
how it is divided between the work of
the continental unions and the BWA
Women’s Department. It is mean-
ingful to be part of projects around
the world led by Baptist sisters.” She
realizes that “offering grants are not
large, but in all of these ministries,
our giving makes a huge difference.”

“Over the years, we have
seen God at work opening the eyes of
our ladies here in the United States to
the many needs of women in the seven
Continental Unions.”

In addition to praying and giving on
the Day of Prayer, Shirley adds, “Our
women continue to pray throughout
the year.” What a blessing to know
that women are not only praying on
that one day for their sisters around
the world but they continue to lift these
concerns to our Father in heaven. As
she affirms: “We are so thankful that we
can participate in the BWA Women’s
Day of Prayer.”

Let us all join our sisters in Texas and continue to pray for the prayer items mentioned in the Day of
Prayer program throughout the year. Our prayers are powerful when they are rooted in a righteous life.

FRESH WAYS TO PRAY

MUSICAL PRAYERS

Have prayer requests written on cards and placed on the
floor around a room. Play favorite worship hymns (tra-
ditional and contemporary) and when the music stops,
each person goes to a card and prays about what is writ-
ten on it. One of the group needs to be the music direc-
tor for this exercise.

TEXT PRAYER GROUPS

People commit themselves to pray at a particular time
and text each other as a reminder; or one of the group
texts the others with a prayer or Bible text for reflection.

PRAYER SPACES, SACRED

FRIDGE PRAYERS

Print prayer requests on a card, and add a magnet to
each card. Hand out a card to each person to pray for
during the Day of Prayer celebration. At the end of your
time, ask women to take their cards home and place on
their fridge and pray for this concern during the year.
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EMAIL PRAYER GROUPS

Set up an email group and send each other prayer re-
quests. Use our monthly prayer foci as a springboard
or download and use the Day of Prayer prayer guide
created by the Caribbean Baptist Women’s Union.

SPACES

Set up a prayer room in your church and offer a variety
of stations of prayer stations representing the Continental
Unions. Place prayer requests from each continent around
cach station and have people move from station to station
praying for the concerns mentioned.

Use candles (safely!) as a focus for silent prayer.

Have Bible passages on pieces of card for people to reflect on
and then take away.

Use music - either to create an atmosphere for the whole
prayer space, or through headphones for individual contem-
plation.

ister Peggie Beauford was born on July 1, 1946 in

Baltimore, Maryland, to the late Eloise Qullins-Carr.

Network. Member bodies put forward the names of
young women for consideration and 11 women are
selected for this yearlong program. These women
have already demonstrated significant potential for
leading high-impact ministries in the future. They
show strong qualities of an enthusiastic love for God
and a readiness to use their gifts of leadership in the
world.

With every UPTICK BWNA cohort thus far, we've
seen that God is already using these young women to
make a difference in their spheres and it is our joy to
build them a ramp, so to speak, which will build them
up, helping them rise to even greater potential spiri-
tually, relationally and in leadership practice which is
critical to thriving in leadership.
